Ashburn Village Blvd. between Farmwell Rd. and Waxpool Rd. 

Ashburn, VA 20148 

From the Dulles Greenway (Rte. 267 ï Toll), take exit 6 (Ryan Rd./Rte. 772).  Turn north on Ryan 

Rd./Ashburn Village Blvd.  Go approximately 1¼ mile and the field is on the right. 

From Rte. 7, take Ashburn Village Blvd. approximately 4 miles and the field is on the left. 

Site Plan 

Paved parking is available on-site.  There is a paved sidewalk from the parking lot to the field area, but 

the fieldôs immediate surroundings are grass.  There is a Porta-Jon on site.  There is no lighting in the 

parking or field areas, and no electrical service at the site.  There are small bleachers on each side, and 

space for additional seats in the grass.

Ashburn, VA 20148 

From the Dulles Greenway (Rte. 267 ï Toll), take exit 5 (Claiborne Pkwy).  Turn south on Claiborne 

Pkwy.  Turn right on Waxpool Rd.  Follow Waxpool Rd. 4/10 mile, where it makes a left turn.  

Continue on Waxpool Rd. 2/10 mile until it turns to gravel.  The field is on the left. 

 From Rte. 7, take Claiborne Pkwy. 5 miles until it intersects with Waxpool Rd and follow the directions 

above.  

From Belmont Ridge Rd, turn onto Waxpool Rd. (gravel) and travel 6/10 mile.  The field is on the right. 

Site Plan 

Limited paved and gravel parking is available on-site.  There is a paved area adjacent to the first base 

side of the field, but the third base side is gravel.  There is a Porta-Jon on site.  There is no lighting in the 

parking or field areas.  There are small bleachers on each side, and limited space for additional seats.

From the east: Take the Dulles Greenway to Claiborne Parkway. Make a right at the end of the exit 

ramp. At the first light, make a right on to Ashburn Farm Parkway. Make the second right on to 

Windmill Drive. The parking lot entrance is on the left.  

From the west: Take Route 7 East to Belmont Ridge Road/659. Turn right on to Belmont Ridge Road. 

Take Belmont Ridge for 3 miles, and then turn left on to Ashburn Farm Parkway (Sycolin Road will go 

to the right). Go 1.4 miles, and make the second right after Claiborne Parkway on to Windmill Drive. 

The parking lot entrance is on the left.  

Site Plan 

Paved off-street parking is available on-site.  Additional parking is available on Windmill Dr.  The site 

is flat and level and is wheelchair accessible with handicapped parking.  There is a permanent 

concession stand and restroom facilities on site.  Each field has 2 sets of bleachers and additional space 

for seats.
